As a part of this school-based compo-
nent, GE CALLS undertook a compet-
itive selection of 20 schools among 
which two serve ethnic minority com-
munities. The program’s geographical 
outreach includes the cities of Tbilisi, 
Kutaisi, Batumi and Rustavi. During the 
year, participant schools implemented 
initiatives for the prevention of juvenile 
delinquency in partnership with local 
police officers, school resource officers, 
teachers, school administration and lo-
cal community resources. The follow-
ing trainings and activities have been 
implemented within the School-Based 
Programs for Creating a Safe Environ-
ment at Schools component:
 

Creation of School Action Plans for Creating 
a Safe Environment at Schools  
Workshops were held in Tbilisi, Kutaisi, Batumi and Rustavi with the goal of assisting 

schools in developing action plans for creating a safe environ-
ment at schools.  The workshops were delivered by civil 

education experts.
The sessions sought to improve the awareness of 

school administration about the importance of 
legal culture at schools, help them in clarifying 
priorities, identify problems, define expected re-
sults and outcomes for each school and identify 
the best approaches and activities for achieving 
them.  Topics covered included a review of legal

culture and discipline at schools, age-specific behavior, 
respective legal aspects, knowledge categories, effective 
communication, conflict resolution methods and coop-
eration within the school and with outside resources. 
 
Representatives of schools, including principals, dep-
uty-principles, school resource officers, teachers and 
supervisory and disciplinary board members were encour-
aged to share their experiences and problems with each other. They creat-
ed and presented their action plans as the final activity of the workshops. 
 
Training for Teachers and School Resource 
Officers Basics of Legal Culture for 7th Graders
The workshop was delivered to selected schools from the four target cities to train 
teachers and school resource officers in the 7th grade legal socialization curriculum 
(Basics of Legal Culture textbook published by PH International, Georgia). The train-
ing was led by leading civil education experts, psychologists and legal experts. 
Topics for discussion included the legislative aspects and importance of the legal 
culture curriculum at schools as well as conflict resolution methods. The experts also 
covered the impact of bullying and discrimination, cyber-bullying, managing de-
linquency within a school environment, conflict resolution and understanding the 
psychology of teenagers.  The train-
ing was full of activities, case studies, 
brainstorming, group work, presen-
tations, video presentations and ac-
tive discussions. 

The sessions wrapped up with informa-
tion sharing exercises for participants 
who reviewed their previous work in 
the field of legal culture and discussed 
ways for using the newly acquired 
knowledge for introducing a Basics of 
Legal Culture class to 7th graders. Each 
school was given textbooks for their en-
tire student bodies. Of particular note 
is the participation of schools with stu-
dents from ethnic minority communities.

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Training for Civil Education Teachers and Police 
Officers – Legal Culture for 9th Graders   

A special workshop was organized for civil education teach-
ers and local police officers involved in the GE CALLS pro-

gram in order to prepare them for delivering classes in 
legal culture for 9th graders in participating schools.  
 
During the first part of the workshop trainers and partic-
ipants discussed important aspects of juvenile psycholo-
gy. The second part was dedicated to issues of legal cul-

ture and the specifics of juvenile justice. Participants also 
received step-by-step recommendations on techniques 

for team-teaching and modern teaching methods. Teachers 
worked with police officers to create lesson plans based on the 

topics and cases provided in the textbook and presented them to the audience. 
 
The training was led by education experts as well as police officers who have several 
years of experience in teaching the classes and in maintaining cooperation with schools. 

Each school received Basics of Legal Culture textbooks for 9th grade students pub-
lished by PH International, Georgia.

 
Classes on Legal Culture  
Classes on legal culture were deliv-
ered to 7th and 9th grade students 
in all 20 schools throughout the 
2014-2015 school year.
 
Monitoring revealed numerous tan-
gible results of the program among 
which the cooperation of police of-
ficers, school resource officers and 
teachers is exceptional. Their joint 
work produced lessons which fea-
tured a skillful combination of expe-
rience in pedagogy and knowledge 
of legal and judicial issues.
Students were actively involved in 
the lesson activities with the further

active inclusion of students from 
ethnic minority communities and 
children with special needs.

An interactive and dynamic 
teaching method was used in 
which police officers regularly 
provided students with current 
updates in legislation and shared 
information from their practical 
work experience.

Of special importance is that the 
police officers participating in 
the program delivered messag-
es based on real cases from their 
own experience. Homework usu-
ally required students visiting lo-
cal police offices and obtaining 
public statistical data for their assignments with police staff happily assisting them 
in their research. 

Students of the classes on legal culture developed notable confidence and respect 
towards police officers and the law in general instead of having any fear or mistrust. 
The students came to realize that open communication with the police is possible, 
interesting and does not need any special reason. Students increasingly approached 
the police officers with questions after the classes. Despite the fact that students did 
not receive grades in this class and that it was the last lesson of the day (7th hour), 
student attendance was an impressive 99%.
In addition to the classes on legal culture, GE CALLS-participant schools are 
actively implementing several activities within the framework of their action 
plans. Some of their activities involve networking with other 
schools in different regions. They have organized photo 
exhibitions, movie screenings, excursions and visits to 
law enforcement structures, and sports events with the 
participation of police officers, among other events.
A total 2,672 students were involved in the classes 
on legal culture during the 2014-2015 school year 
with a total of 1,550 class-time hours being 
delivered.

Social Justice and Discipline at Schools
Following the successful start of the classes in legal culture in the 20 schools of 
the four Georgian cities involved in the program, GE CALLS organized a train-
ing for school principals on the topic of Social Justice and Discipline at Schools.  
 
The goal of the training was to provide recommendations to assist schools and their 

disciplinary boards in the process of discussions or decision-making 
on different disciplinary cases. Experts covered the topics of so-

cial justice as well as legal and administrative issues concern-
ing the operation of disciplinary boards at schools. They also 
discussed disciplinary strategies, conflict resolution meth-
ods, analyzed several cases and organized a mock disci-
plinary board meeting. 
Participating principals will use their newly acquired infor-
mation and skills to train their colleagues in their respective 

schools using recommendations from the training itself as 
well as from the School Disciplinary Committee Guide book, 

issued by PH International, Georgia.

The Peace and Justice course enables 
beneficiaries to analyze their own at-
titude towards public order and be-
come familiar with the role and val-
ues of the citizen in this process.

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Strengthening 
the Diversion Program 
for Juvenile Offenders 

In July 2010, the Georgian Criminal Procedures Code was amended and 
discretionary prosecution was introduced. The new rules made it possi-
ble to develop programs such as the Juvenile Diversion Program which 
allows prosecutors to divert qualified juveniles from criminal prosecution 
to alternative justice options. PH has been actively involved in creating the 
foundation for the launch of the Ministry of Justice’s Juvenile Diversion 
and Mediation Program. Under GLSP, PH delivered specialized training and 
preparation for nine mediators who are now employed by the Ministry of 
Justice for its state mediation and diversion programs. In a complementary 
action, PH also produced two books on restorative justice, organized train-
ings for social workers and prosecutors and implemented exchanges for the 
key partners involved in the diversion process.

GE CALLS also helped to establish a multi-media reference library with mate-
rials on alternative justice, mediation, reintegration and youth psychology. 
GE CALLS works with Ministry of Justice mediators to provide ongoing pro-
fessional development and facilitates meetings to create a Code of Conduct 
which will be consistent with international practices and standards and be 
used as a guide for the work of the mediators as well as for other profession-
al development issues.
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
